BOOKING GUIDANCE

Participants  Participants must be aged 18 or over and be sufficiently fit to cope with the days 
physical activities and capable of receiving and acting on verbal instruction from ELR staff.

Guests  It is only possible for you to bring a maximum of two guests with you on your experience 
day.  If they will require lunches or tours, these should preferably be included with your booking and 
certainly advised to me no later than a week before your Footplate Experience Day please.

Children  Children are not allowed on the guided tours or able to travel in the coaches behind the 
locomotive when driven by Footplate Experience participants.

Clothing & Footwear  Participants must wear stout shoes or boots and avoid wearing polyester 
or nylon trousers.  Overalls and gloves are provided for participants to wear on the footplate and 
high visibility vests for use when Participants and Guests are on the guided tour.
